Traffic Management and Other Traffic Mitigation Recommendations


1. For WVU:  Limit Freshmen bringing cars on campus.

2. For WVU:  Reconstruct Grumbein Island so as to permit continuous multi-modal north-south vehicle movement in addition to continuous pedestrian crossing. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
3. For WVU:  Charge $259 per year as is done at UNC-Greensboro.

4. For WVU:  Increase parking ticket form $10 to $50.

5. For WVU:  Construct a Multi-modal Center to be user-friendly for persons utilizing all modes of transportation.

6. For WVU:  Construct a lighted campus connector between Eighth Street/Grant Avenue intersection and the WVU Green House to encourage additional pedestrian travel between the two campuses.

7. By MPO:  Install right-turn onto Westover Bridge from southbound University Ave. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
8. By MPO:  Manage right turns onto southbound University Ave. from Westover Bridge and reestablish a double lane southbound on University Avenue from Westover Bridge toward Foundry Street. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
9. By MPO:  Upgrade intersection and add turning/acceleration lanes at WV 705 and Mileground (WVDOH 2002 Intersections report) widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
10. By MPO:  Upgrade intersection and add continuous turn lanes at Collins Ferry Road/Burroughs Street (letter to Wood from Murphy 9/12/03) widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
11. By MPO:  Add a lane of pavement eastbound on WV 705 between Stewartstown Road and Mileground. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
12. By MPO:  Upgrade intersection and add continuous turning/acceleration lanes at WV 705 and Willowdale Road (WVDOH 2002 Intersections Report). widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
13. By MPO and Bryer:  Limit left hand turns from southbound Beechurst Ave. to Fayette Street between the hours of 3 p.m. and 6 p.m.

14. By MPO:  Adjust the traffic stop bar on southbound Stewartstown Road at WV 705 to allow access to the Hampton center for vehicles coming from WV 705 or north on Stewartstown Road.

15. By MPO:  Upgrade intersection and add continuous turning/acceleration lanes at WV 705 and Stewartstown Road (WVDOH 2002 Intersections Report). widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
16. My MPO and Bicycle Board:  Establish trail connections between West Run Road and Suncrest and between Easton Mill Road and Sabraton.

17. By City Council:  Install lighting on the paved sections of the rail-trail to support increased use for commuter travel year around.

18. By MPO:  Install a weekly timer on the Chestnut Ridge Road traffic light at North Elementary School to restrict light operation to Monday through Friday between 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.

19. By MPO:  Upgrade the intersection at Monongahela Blvd and the entrance to the Creative Arts Center.  Install directional lane lights on the Mileground to utilize majority lanes for heavier traffic depending on time of day (morning and evening commutes). widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
20. By MPO:  Add an acceleration lane on Cheat Road for traffic turning toward I-68 from Easton Hill. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
21. By MPO:  Negotiate change in work schedules of major Evansdale employers in to allow more accommodation of traffic in existing thoroughfares.  

22. By Bryer:  Establish a Traffic flow coordinator position to coordinate daily relief traffic personnel supervision and direction.  

23. By Bryer:  Install cameras at problem intersections to monitor traffic flow.

24. By Bryer:  Increase fines for drivers who “block the box”.

25. By Manilla, McEwen and Bryer:  Utilize center lane on Beechurst to increase capacity of road and efficiency of traffic movement at intersections. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
26. By Poluga:  Change timing on Hartman Run/Mileground light to allow additional traffic flow along Mileground and increase queuing on Hartman Run Road.

27. By MPO and FTF:  Change one way traffic flow on Spruce Street between Willey and Walnut to divert some through traffic from High Street and increase safety and accessibility for multi-modal traffic in the downtown.  

28. By Poluga:  Change timing on Campus Drive/Beechurst traffic light to increase traffic flow on Beechurst and increase queing on Campus Drive.  

29. By SNA, City Council and Others:  Install lighted crosswalk on Patteson Drive, especially at Laurel Street.

30. By Transit:  Increase resources for transit so that improvements in scheduling will make transit a viable option for a larger percentage of the population.  

31. By Transit:  Establish additional park and ride centers supported by transit service.

32. By Transit:  Construct a North Street/Law School Road connection for restricted use by express transit buses, bicycles and pedestrians.  

33. By Stone:  Install lighted crosswalks on VanVoorhis, Willey and High Street, Grumbein’s Island, Coliseum, Creative Arts Center, Suburban Lanes.

34. By Stone:  Install an acceleration lane northbound at the Patteson/Boulevard intersection. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
35. By Stone et al:  Proceed with the widening of the Mileground to four lanes.  Create access roads. widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
36. By Stone:  Line two lanes on Chestnut at Willey Street intersection for left and right turns.

37. By Bicycle Board:  Place chevrons on roadways to encourage additional travel by bicycle.

38. By Bicycle Board:  Support educational programs for bicycle riders and safe route to school programming.

39. By Pedestrian Safety Board:  Adopt sidewalk improvement plan and recommendations for sidewalk construction, maintenance and replacement.

40. By Pedestrian Safety Board:  Advocate with the Board of Education and the City to establish 1,000 feet of sidewalk along all roadways leading to a school facility.

41. By City Council:  Construct a pedestrian bridge between the Decker Creek Trail and Greenmont and Deckers Creek and Spruce Street to support pedestrian travel in between Greenmont and South Park and the central business district.

42. By Bryer and Citizens at large:  Adjust traffic light synchronization.

43. By Bryer:  Install signage to identify high traffic flow areas to inform area visitors of problem areas.

44. By Gaston and Roman Chuby:  Reconfigure Sabraton Traffic flow in a figure eight pattern widen curb lanes-Gmeindl
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
