Bicycle Board Report to Traffic Commission
HIGHLIGHTS

Accomplishments

1. The Assistant City Manager signed a contract with Comcast to run the seven 15-second bicycle education TV spots throughout April and May on CNN, Discovery, TBS, Comedy Central and Country Music Television networks.

2. Completed negotiations with In-Site to display billboards on Mileground and adjacent to Star City Bridge April through May.

3. Cruised West Run Road with Bryan Radabaugh, WVDOH District 4 Design Engineer and Bill Austin Morgantown MPO Director and discussed improving West Run Rd., Van Voorhis Rd. and Stewartstown Rd. for all users as well as a West Run multi-use trail.

4. Thanked WVDOH for installing Share the Road signs on South University Avenue.

5. Submitted to the Assistant City Manager a completed application to Bikes Belong for a $10K grant to support the Mon Blvd. bicycle climbing lane.

6. Updated draft resolution to require all Morgantown automatic traffic signals to detect bicycles.

7. Met with Chief Ed Preston.

Plans for Next Month

1. At tomorrow’s regular monthly meeting, the Bicycle Board will select from 6 candidates a replacement for Paul Becker and provide the Traffic Commission with a recommendation at the May Traffic Commission meeting.

2. Continue to support City efforts to implement the Traffic Commision’s approved Bicycle Board June 2009 recommendations to install a bicycle climbing lane on Mon Blvd. and to install Share the Road signs along the Mon Blvd., Beechurst, Don Knotts, South University corridor.

3. Complete negotiations with Lamar to display billboards on Mileground (2) and South University Avenue April through May.

4. Continue to develop bicycling education booth for May 9 WVU employee fest.

5. Finalize comprehensive bicycle plan and distribute to key stakeholders for review and comment.

6. Continue to develop bike route map.

7. Develop signage recommendation.

8. Complete bike locker recommendation for parking garages.

9. Define possible alternative bumper sticker.

10. Continue to coordinate with WVDOH to replace in-line drainage grates.
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
