A regular maintenance plan is in place for both the rail trails and the trails in the parks, although the latter depends on volunteer effort.  BOPARC, the City Board of Parks and Recreation Commissioners, maintains all 56 miles of the rail trails. County Commission provides $50K annual budget to BOPARC exclusively for trail maintenance and the City provides $20K to maintain the trails but cost of maintenance is approximately $100K.  As in many infrastructure areas, the City has 3-party cooperative agreements between the City, Monongalia County and appropriate not-for-profit groups.  In the case of the rail trails, the Monongalia Rails to Trails Conservancy is a third party not-for-profit group that supplements City / BOPARC maintenance with planning, organizing, guidance and volunteer workforce.  Additional contributions are made for grant matches, special events, and other initiatives as opportunities are realized.
