HIGHLIGHTS

Accomplishments

1. Participated in WVDOH 2010 Statewide Trails Conference in Wheeling.  After Dan Burden, Executive Director Walkable and Livable Communities Institute and the leader of day 1 recommended bicycle-climbing lane exactly like Morgantown’s proposed, Perry Keller of WVDOH said they are waiting for the City’s letter.

2. Fifteen of twenty-three parking rings (Figure 1 below) received are installed on High St. and Walnut St. parking meters.  Seeking additional $700 to enable installation of the remaining 7 that are stand-alone.  Article on the parking featured in Dominion Post on September 1 and at BikeMorgantown.com

3. Updated BikeMorgantown.com web site so it now contains more extensive educational materials as well as the Confident City Cycling course calendar.

4. Completed 1,000 copies of Share the Road bumper sticker (Figure 2 below).

5. Completed one of 7 planned electronic billboards and got it displayed on outgoing Rt. 119 on Easton Hill (Figure 3 below).

6. Special 5-hour Traffic Skills for experienced cyclists class offered Oct. 2

7. Continue teaching Confident City Cycling in 1-hour segments followed by a ride every Monday night at 6 pm.  Average 2-6 participants.  Next sequence of Monday night classes Oct. 4 – Nov. 29 will be last until spring

11. Plan to replace Shared Lane Marking plan with Share the Road sign plan

Prompted by MUB August 23, 2010 response that responsibility for in-line grates is shared by City, State and University, on August 23, 2010 requested City Engineer to convene a meeting of representatives of all of these to make a plan to correct the grates before someone gets killed.
