1 .  Pursuant to Rule 12.6 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and 

Va. Code 9 24- 1-1, et seq., Monongahela Power C o m p ~ y  (‘Mon Power”) and ‘The Potoinac 

Edison Company (”PIT) (together the ~‘~oiiipanics’~) petition to intervene and request a hearing 

in Longview Power LLC’s {‘~Lon~vie~”’)  application for waiver of a inaterial modification 

requirement or m o d i ~ ~ a t i ~ n  of its siting certificate 

2.  Mon Power built, operates, and owns its 1 100 M W  Fort Martin power station (“Ft 

Martin”) located along the ~ o n ~ n g ~ ~ I a  Rivcr in h4aids~~ille~ WV. That plant has operated 

continuously since 1967 at its Iocation serving rctail West Virginia customers of Mon Power and 

PE for decades with low-cost, reliable ~ e n ~ r ~ t i ~ n .  In 2004 and 2006, Longview proposed and 

cliose to build its plant and related facilities only about I mile from Ft. Martin (directly across the 

Ft. Martin Road from the Ft. Martin power station) on land-locked property without direct access 

to the ~ o i ~ ~ n g a h e i a  River. Ft. Martin is c ~ r ~ n t ~ ~  one of only two coal-fired generation stations 

owned by Mon Power, aid its smooth and efficient operation is critical to West Virginia clectric 

customers, the rates that they pay, and to the State of West Virginia. 
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3 I Long~~ew.s  proposed siting ~ o d i ~ c a t i o n  to change its present delivery of coal from 

the 4.5-mile conveyor belt to a new ~ a ~ i ~ i t y  via a ~ o n ~ e r s i ~ ~  of an existing MEPCO dock facility 

on the ~ o ~ o n g ~ ~ e l ~  River will or may impact MOR Power and its Ft. Marlin power station in 

several significant respects. First, Mon Power currently uses that MEPCO dock facility for coal 

delivery firom that dock to Ft. Martin's coal barge unloadiiig facility for a substantial amount of 

the coal burned at Ft. h4artin Now, Longview proposes a conversion to that dock. The Companies 

need to determine the change or impact a convcrsion of the dock will cause, the impact of another 

possible user of the dock facility, and to what extent and manner i f  would or may impact the Ft. 

Martin riwr barge operations by tlie proposed conversion. Fl. Martin receives all of its coal by 

barge, and this T,ongview proposed change in coal deliyeria could adverseIy impact not only Ft. 

Martin's coal deliveries from the MEPCO dock but for other barge coal deliveries as well. 

4. Longview's proposal to then truck the coal from the Mon River to its plant by an 

c s t i ~ ~ t ~ ~  314 trucks per day causes ~ ~ d i t i o n ~ l  concern for the Ft. Martin operations. The roads 

in the area are limited and congested. Since these Longview trucks would be expectcd to run 

during the daj4ight hours ('?am-3 pm). that is approximately 40 trucks per hour, or one truck 

every I .5 minutes along these existing roadbijx The Cornpallies are concerned, for themselves 

and their ratepayers, the logistical and cost impact such illcreased truck tralfic will have 011 Ft. 

Martin operatiuns, i n c ~ ~ ~ i n g  the existing vehicular traffic in the area: the detrimental impact on 

employees and contractors who work at or for Ft. Martin, the effect on other businesses and 

residents in the area, and for safety in the area. addition all^. noise and dust from the increased 

vchiculzr flow could be a concern. 

5. Mon Power is concerncd with possible new or additional rules and regulations that 

road ~ u ~ o r ~ t i e s  may place on the r ~ a d w ~ ~ s  as a result of the proposed increased truck traffic due

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io any siting m o d i ~ c a t i o ~  and, if it were to occur, the adverse  act on Ft. ~~i~ o~erat~ons and 

its costs r ~ s u l t i n ~  from any new rules and re~ulalioiis. 

6 .  The Companies have direct and s i~I i i~cant  interests in this pr~ceediIi~. and those 

interests are not represented by any other party of record. The C o ~ ~ ~ i e s  petition the 

Commission for leave to intervene in order to represent the interests of them, their ratepayers, and 

the jobs of hundreds of employees and con~actors of the Ft. Martin Power Station. Because of 

the adverse impact the Companies believe, at this point. this proposal will have on Ft.  in and 

the West Vir~inia ratepayers they scrve, [he Companies respectively request a hearing be 

established in this matter along with a ~~r~cedura l  schedule p e ~ i ~ i n g  discovery and testimony. 

7 .  Regarding notice of this proposed certificate ~odification~ Mon Power learned of 

this p r o p o ~ ~ ~  only because it follows the  omm mission's daily filings report, Had it not been 

following such daily filings, it would nut have known about this Ailing. In order to assure that all 

residents and operations in the area are aware of this proposed filing, including those who may not 

subscribe to a nemspaper, the Companies recommend an request that L ~ n g ~ ~ i e w  sene notice of 

this proposed change on any landowner or resident within a reasonable circumference of the 

Longliew plant, the Mepco dock facility, and thc roadway betwcen the two. The Companies note 

that in the citing cases (Case No ~ 3 - 1 8 6 0 - E - ~ S - ~ N  and Case No 05-1467-E-CN) there werc 

numerous rcsidents and entitics who had an interest in the siting matters before the Commission 

and who filed letters of protest or otherwise ~ a ~ i c i p a t e ~ .  The Companies further note that it 

appears no party or othcr persons who othewise p ~ i c i p a t e ~  in those original siting certificate 

cases were served or notified of this proposed siting ccrtificate modification. The Companies 

believe those known interested parties from thc preb ious siting proceedings should be sewed along 
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with other residents/l~n~ ouners wit~in a reasonable area ~ 7 h 0  may be inipacte by the proposed 

change. 

8. Waving ~ ~ ~ n ~ i i s ~ a t ~ d  an iiitcrcst in this proc.eeding sufficient to allow it to 

intervene, Mon Power and PE mow that they be granted the right to intervene, to participate as a 

party to the proceedings, that a hearing and pr~cedura~ schedule be estab~ish~d, and that Longview 

provide n0tic.e of this liling to those interested persons from the previous siting certificate cases 

and those who live or own property within a reasonable circumfer~ncc of the impacted area.
